Camp  Kodenkan North 
June 23 – 27, 2010 

Fort Jones, CA 
 
Since 1974, Camp Kodenkan North has been one of the best 
and most unique places to train in Danzan Ryu Jujitsu. 
 
At Camp, people often find that they have the opportunity 
to delve deeper into DZR.  Professors and senior instructors 
are readily available for conversation or special classes.  
There is also plenty of leisure time, good food, story 
telling, and more!  Camp North is appropriate for all ranks, 
ages 18 and over (exceptions can be made through the 
camp director).  Kyu ranks yonkyu and below are especially 
encouraged to attend. 
 
When is It? 
 
Camp North will open Wednesday, June 23 for dinner, with 
classes beginning Thursday morning, June 24. Classes will 
run all day on Thursday, Friday, and Saturday, and until 

lunch on Sunday.  There is also typically a class after dinner in the evenings.  Classes will be available for all 
ranks, including classes for brown and black belts. 
 
Where is It? 

 
Camp North is held at Sis-Q Ranch in Fort Jones, CA, the home of Sr. Professor Tom Ball and his wife, Jan Ball.  
Accommodations include plenty of tent space and limited space in the bunkhouse.  Be sure to indicate on your 
registration form if you will be bringing a tent or would like one of the bunkbeds in the bunkhouse (first 
reserved, first served).  You’ll need your own sleeping bag and pillow if you would like to stay in the bunkhouse. 

 
Driving Directions:  Follow Interstate 5 to the Etna/Fort Jones turn-off (Hwy 3) in Yreka, CA.  Go 16 miles west to 
the town of Fort Jones.  Go through Fort Jones to Scott River Road, turn right.  Go 7 miles and turn left on Quartz 
Valley Road.  Go about 1 mile and turn left at the first mailboxes.  Drive 1.5 miles on a dirt road to the ranch.  
Please do not drive over 10 mph on the dirt road.  Sis-Q Ranch is located at 16216 Quartz Valley Road, Fort 
Jones, CA 96032.   Approximate travel times to reach the ranch are as follows: 
From San Francisco: 6.5 hours  |  From Sacramento: 4.5 hours  |  From Eureka: 4 hours  |  From Redding: 2 hours 
 
Campers can be picked up at the bus lines in Yreka, the Scott Valley Airport (private landing strip), or the 
Medford, Oregon airport (the closest commercial airport) for a transportation fee of $20 each way.  Please make 
arrangements ahead of time for this service. 
 
What Should I Bring? 

 
gi and extra Gi; old clothes suitable for ranch life, including warm clothes and jacket for the evening; hiking 
boots or old shoes; sandals; sunglasses; sleeping bag and pillow; blanket(s); tent (if not staying in the bunkhouse); 
towel and washcloth; sunscreen; insect repellent; flashlight; lip balm; toiletries; martial arts books and articles; 
training weapons and gear, including sparring gear, sticks, staves, knives, etc  (NO LOADED WEAPONS PLEASE).
