Does the school-head or one
of the black belts, interrupt class and go
over and try to “make the sale?”

in the manual, we’ll play it by ear.
A few other things: Aikido is always

capitalized because it refers to the spe-
cific art founded by Master Morihei
Ueshiba. Judo can be uppercase or
lower, depending on whether it refers to
the sport founded by Master Jigoro Kano
(Judo), or the philosophy of remaining
supple (judo) as espoused by Master
Okazaki. Karate has so many variants
that we think it best to use lowercase
unless it is part of a proper noun.
